Throughoutthesemestertheycollectedprimaryhuman-
centred data, analysedproblem contexts, recognised
opportunities,wrotetheirowndesignchallenges,worked
iterativelyto improvetheir conceptsthroughprototyping
and testing,and finally communicatedtheir proposals
throughashortvideo.

Materialculture is groundedin the objects,tools, and
architecturethat surroundpeople. It includesthe usage,
consumption,creation,andtradeofobjectsaswell asthe
behavioursandritualsthattheobjectscreateor takepart
in.

Studentswill startbyconsideringwhereculturein thecity
exists; howto identifyit; howto engagewith it; howto re-
materializeit; andfinally,howto makespatialproposals
thatsupportit.

Thestudiowill focusitsstudyoncentralFootscray,liaising
with local organizations,and undertakingsite research
uncoveringeveryday material cultures. Final design
proposalswill befor small-scalepublicrealmproposals,
thatcombinetoimagine.

AculturalinfrastructurestrategyforFootscray.Thestudio
will combinethe team work in the research phase,
individualwork on the proposalsand the collaborative
formulationofagroupstrategy.

TheArtificialGameteGeneratorandArtificialWombaretwo
speculativemechanismsthatutiliseinvitrobiotechnologyto
deliverhumanoffspring. Througha fictionallens,Year2019
marksthetransitionintoanecologicalcyberneticepochthat
imagines non-binary reproductive possibilities. The
speculativeprojectultimatelyseeksto challengeandre-
write thesocialrolesofmaternitythroughanin vitrospatial
program that, simultaneouslyaids in the restorationof
degradedMountMorganMine.

We are solving society'smost complexproblemsand
improvingtheworldwitharangeofinnovativeproducts.

TheSnapTrolleyhas beendesignedby IndustrialDesign
HonoursstudentFionaHorgan.

Thisdesignprojecthasbeendevelopedusingsoftandhard
materials in conjunction with a functional sliding
mechanism.

It ismadefor theyoung,urbanresidentlivingaloneor witha
partner in a homeof limitedspace. Thisuser dependson
walkingorpublictransporttogetaround.Shouldthewalking
distancetothestorebegreaterthanfiveminutes,thetrolley
wouldbeanappealingpieceoftransportation.

Theweightof half a week'sgroceriescan causeserious
strainontheupperbody,lowerbackandarms.SnapTrolley
providesanalternativewhichalleviatesthispain.Shouldthe
trolleynotberequired,thestrapscanunhookandseparate
the basket from the trolley convertingit into either a
backpackorduffelbag.

Adaptive Acoustics provides a service for architects,
buildersandinteriordesigners. Thisfacilitatesthecreation
of custom,beautiful and modular acousticallydiffusive
surfacepanelsfor interiorandexteriorenvironments.

Usinganevolutionarysolverandray-tracingalgorithmsthe
basesurfaceis optimisedandusersinteractwithaphysical
interfaceto modifythe type,orientationandextentof the
surfacefinish.

Thesurfacesare thenexported,milledoutof foamusinga
Kukarobotarm,coatedinanacrylic/concretecompositeand
finallymounted.
